Soon after, Peace Poles

inscribed with the Peace Message

began to appear in various locations

across Japan initiating the start of

The Peace Pole Project.

The first Peace Poles outside of

Japan began to appear in towns and

cities around the world in the early

1980's. By 1986, The Peace Pole

Project was established in the United

States followed by Peace Pole

activities in Europe and throughout 

 

 

the world. To date there are over 250,000 Peace

Poles planted worldwide. Through the efforts of

members and supporters worldwide, the Message

and Prayer, "May Peace Prevail On Earth" continued to

gain international recognition and prominence. 

A Peace Pole is an internationally-recognized symbol

of the hopes and dreams of the entire human family,

standing vigil in silent prayer for peace on earth. Each

Peace Pole bears the message "May Peace Prevail on

Earth" in different languages on each of its four sides.

There are estimated over 250,000 Peace Poles in

every country in the world dedicated as monuments

to peace.
